In Korean public schools, the instruction hours for each level are as follows: 40 min. in elementary school, 45 min. in middle school and 50 min. in high school. Depending on how long your class is, the ‘Development’ will stretch and contract as necessary. In other words, your ‘Introduction’ should be five to ten minutes, your ‘Conclusion’ five minutes, and your ‘Development’ should be whatever time remains in between for the students to practice the target language. )

· Introduction (5 min.): greetings & warm up, review, class arrangement, presentation of objectives  
· Development ( 30-40 min.): presentation of today’s activities, practice, production  
· Conclusion (5 min.): summary (review), evaluation of objectives (formative test), wrap up & assignment, presentation of the next lesson
